| grew up in Lakewood, Ohio. For the first 15 years of my life, my
family was active in Lakewood Presbyterian Church. My parents,
Dick and Elinor wanted my brother, sister and me to grow up to
be thoughtful, moral, ethical, faithful, educated young people.

During my sophomore year, we moved to Hudson and joined the
First Congregational Church. For many reasons at the time, |
stopped actively participating in church; my interests lay with
friends, sports, fun and school. And yet it was a time of spiritual
searching that never left me.

| graduated from Hudson High School, Ohio University (B.A.),
Western lllinois University (M.A.) and Gordon Conwell Theologi-
cal Seminary (M. Div.) in South Hamilton, Mass.

Before | became a pastor, | was a teacher. First as a freshman
English instructor at both the main and branch campuses of Kent
State University, and later as a teacher in a school for economi-
cally disadvantaged adults in downtown Akron.

During this time, | felt almost desperate for an ethical, moral,

spiritual foundation. It was a search for identity, purpose and
community. Eventually | found what | was looking for at Hudson
United Methodist Church. | was given books to read (The Cost

of Discipleship by Bonhoeffer, Mere Christianity by C.S. Lewis,

and others), and was welcomed to adult Sunday classes and
worship. After many discussions with the pastor and leaders,

The call to ministry soon followed. The thought of joining a semi-
nary community thrilled me. | fell in love with the Boston area
and Gordon Conwell, a great nondenominational evangelical
seminary. During seminary, | served two Southern New England
Conference churches.
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In East Ohio, | was ordained an elder in 1985. | have served two
rural congregations, Deerfield/Pricetown, as well as Brecksville
(associate), Ontario, Wadsworth, and the Ohio Valley District
(superintendent).

I love my family (including three children, their spouses, and three
grandchildren, all in Chicago). | enjoy cycling, classic guitar, pho-
tography, reading, and home projects.

| also enjoy football and baseball (yes, | am a lifelong OSU,
Browns and Indians fan, though the Browns stretch my patience),
along with basketball (Cavs, especially in the playoff season).

My wife, Lynelle, and | enjoy one another's company, traveling,
spending time with friends, exploring new areas. Above all, we
look forward to connecting with Mayfield Church, Chesterland
and the surrounding communities!
