Trials For Hope is an all-volunteer charity, based on the near west side, that 
serves those most in need in the Cleveland area. What makes Trials For Hope 
unique is that it delivers food, clothing and supplies directly to the people who 
need it.  Each week, nearly a thousand pounds of food is distributed directly by 
hand to homeless and impoverished children and families, battered women and 
shut-ins in the Cuyahoga Metropolitan Housing Authority buildings, and via a 
farmers market at a retirement apartment complex on the near west side.  
 

Additionally, each month the organization provides several hundred personal 
care bags with soap, shampoo, etc., and 
serves as a last-resort resource for homeless 
children who need clothes and food to help 
them go to school. 
 

Founded in 2010 by Jonathan Gray, who sur-
vived his own trials of health and addiction, 
Trials For Hope is a volunteer operation, so 
there are no overhead costs - every dime is 
spent on food or other essentials for people in 
crisis. A gift of $40 can buy roughly a thousand 
pounds of food at the Greater Cleveland Foodbank. Two hours of volunteer time 
helping sort food/clothes/supplies can mean help for people who have nowhere 
to go and must sleep outside in awful conditions. 
 

Trials for Hope is in need of the following items: 
Child Diapers (Size 5/6,) 
Adult Diapers (All Sizes) 

Adult Nutrition Shakes (Ensure) 
Canned Meat (Tuna, Chicken, Spam) 

 

Additionally, any monetary donations are solely used for their ministry outreach-
es, as they are all volunteer and 100% of all donations go right into our most 
under-served and hard to reach members of our community.  Please bring do-
nations each Sunday of January to the Fellowship Hall or leave in the bins locat-
ed by each church entryway.

What impressed you about it ? Francis Chan has such an authen-
tic and relatable way of writing that really spoke to me.  I really feed 
from being convicted and challenged in my faith.  This book chal-
lenges Christians to put their faith to the test.   
 

How did it impact your life?  I still hold with me today the convict-
ing message regarding the Lukewarm Christian (Chapter 4). 
 
I put together a lesson that I shared with the youth group.  Most no-
table from that lesson was Luke 6:26 (The Message):  There's trou-
ble ahead when you live only for the approval of others, saying what 
flatters them, doing what indulges them.  Popularity contests are not 
sqtsg bnmsdrsr- ƕ Ktjdv`ql Bgqhrsh`mr q`qdkx rg`qd sgdhq e`hsg vhsg
their neighbors or friends.  They do not want to be rejected, nor do 
they want to make people uncomfortable by talking about private 
issues like religion.
